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Rotarians making a difference in Zambia

Anne Scott i PP Rotary Club of Hawthorn

Chairman John Harris introduced Anne Scott to the Club. Anne
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illustrious career, culminating in being head of Girl Guides
International.

When Anne was appointed to the Board of Girl Guides
International, another new member of the Board that year was
Jennifer Chuelah from Zambia. Jennifer mentioned to Anne that
she would take early retirement because of the problems in
Zambia. Zambia faces a crisis with HIV/Aids, an ongoig drought
and a lack of education and opportunity for young people. These
are things that Jennifer decided to dedicate her energy to
addressing.

Jennifer did establish a skills training organization for children at
risk with a two year course in tailoring and chicken rearing. Anne
got involve, and indeed had the priviledge of presenting the
graduation certificates to the first class of graduates. Of the 30



originally enrolled, 25 finish T three having died of Aids, and two
having dropped out.

Zambia has a population of 21 million, is about the size of New
South Wales in area. Half of the population is under 15 years old
and the life expectancy is 37 years.

On this first visit to Zambia, Anne visited a school which consisted
of a shed with a chalk board. The lack of resources spurred Anne
to even further action. Anne organized the first matching grant for
US$25, 000 in partnership with
contact in Lusaka is a fellow named Nick Money (which caused a
mirthful response from RC Hawthorn).

Through a two subsequent matching grants, RC Hawthorn have
now sent three forty foot and three twenty foot containers,
including clothing, hospital beds, educational materials (the official
language is English which makes things easier) and 6 water
bores. Nick Money runs a drilling business, so he puts in the
bores at cost when he is in an area. Children generally carry the
water back to the villages 1 so the idea is to place a well at the
centre of a cluster of villages, say 5 kms equidistant. Then it is
opportune to build a school so the children can attend and then
take the water home.

Anne also used her contacts to send recalled uniforms, both
school and corporate uniforms. The need is also there for shoes i
most of the children do not wear shoes.

Anne shared her photos of her most recent visit with her
granddaught er Cl audi a Pl owright
John and Margaretds son).

Anne organized for Jennifer to speak in Australia i and the funds
raised went to 10 grandmothers in Lusaka. These grandmothers
were raising 75 grandchildren between them, and have used the
money raised to start businesses such as selling popcorn in a
market, and repackaging charcoal to re-sell.
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The best thing about Anne and H
Zambia is that 100% of money and donated goods get to the

people for whom the donations are intended. This is the power of
Matching Grants through Rotary.

So what is next? Anne would like to see a project where guttering
and rain tanks can be used to collect wet season water to be used
for the rest of the year. There is also a need, and a very feasible
application for solar powered water pumps. Anne also provided
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A doctor uses his car as a
mobile clinic. Pregnant mothers
must get an HIV/Aids test prior
to giving birth as there is now a
drug that can block the transfer
of the disease.
