Hein Otten ς committed to making a 

difference in Poppendetta, New Guinea. 

Rotary have been involved in Poppendetta for a long time.  

Chairman Jim Smith recalled that when he first joined some 

lawn mowers had been supplied to maintain the airfield.  

Since then what Rotary initiative have achieved have been 

remarkable.  Hein Otten has had a huge impact on those 

achievements. 

Hein started by showing us a video of a manhood initiation 

ceremony.  Boys between 14 and 16 are initiated by being 

lashed around the legs and arm.  Hein was initiated in the 

same manner as a Chief.  óIt did hurtô Hein understates!  It 

took 8 weeks for the bruises to subside. 

 

Last year a team from RC Chadstone-East Malvern left in 

August to build a new school building.  The need for a new 

building was urgent.  The old classrooms had water right up 

to the floor ïwith no desks and chairs. 

 

The school was pre-fabricated in Melbourne and loaded into a 

container ï then surrounded by books and chairs.  The 

activity was so compelling that one man stopped to help load 

and ended up sticking around for two days. 

 

So, the team set out, assuming that the container had arrived.  

The people in PNG donôt like to disappoint, so they say óyesô 

to everything.  Hein, knowing this, made certain that 

something could get done, even if the container was not quite 

there ï so 5 shovels accompanied the team so they could dig 
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the holes for the foundations.  Time was tight ï with only 14 

days to travel and build the school. 

 

When the team arrived in Poppendetta there were huge 

celebrations ï but there was no sign of the container and 33 

holes to dig ï so late the first day they got started.  Each hole 

needed to be 1.4 meters deep and about 900mm square ï 

Hein had estimated at least a day.  The local team in 

Poppendetta got them done in 3 hours by getting the hole 

started and then getting 3 kids with coconut shells to scoop 

out the dirt until they couldnôt be seen! 

 

The kids also transported the sand and gravel from the river 

to the building site.  In the mean time, Hein had tracked down 

the container ï all 19,800 kgs of it ï in the wrong port.  Finally 

on day 3 it arrived.   

All the building components were painted prior to assembly.  

The building work itself is a challenge, as most of the local 

population hasnôt seen a building being built ï so no ladders, 

and no concept of how the whole process works!  After the 

first day a 1 litre can of paint disappeared.  Hein stopped 

work and said if the paint didnôt get returned, then the team 

would leave.  The can was returned and nothing else went 

missing for the rest of the build.
