Sir Donald Bradman and the D Bradman Foundation

Kevin Mooney has a deep passion for the achievements of Sir Donald Bradman which
is evidenced by the existence of the D Bradman Foundation. Kevin and a group of
likeminded citizens who applied for a Bicentennial Grant to build a Centre to perpetuate
the Bradman Legend.
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Poems had been written about Bradman that captured his place in the world of cricket.
Papers wrote more about Bradman than any other sportsman. It was said that
Bradman was Australia’s brightest asset.

The Bradman Foundation, of which Kevin is one of the two original trustees, adopted
the Bradman standard of perfection. The dirty, dusty oval at Bowral was selected to
become the museum and the cricket oval to bear the name of Bradman.

Today there are exhibits and memorabilia of cricket over the years, including historic
bats and the baggy green hats. Under the administration of the Foundation,
scholarships are awarded, and coaching clinics are held. An International Hall of Fame
is planned for the future.

Sir Donald Bradman and his wife loved Bowral so much that it was their wish that their
ashes be scattered over the oval.
