Mr Rod North  
Bourse Communication – ‘Understanding the Market Clock’ 

 
 
Rod North and his son joined us last week and Rod gave a really interesting 

presentation regarding the Investment Clock and how to use this tool to understand and 

take action with stock investments. 

 

The investment clock has been used since first appearing in the London Evening 

Standard in the 1930’s – Rod has updated the clock.   

 

The investment challenges of the GFC has seen the ASX go from a high of 6,800 points 

to a low of 3,100 – or an adjustment of 55%.  By then end of 2009 the ASX was back to 

4,960 – evidence that our economy weathered the perfect storm well – and that 

coordinated global efforts pulled us back from the brink.  As a result the clock has been 

going very quickly.  Our markets will still get shaky this year uncertainty regarding the 

US recovery with unemployment in that country at 10%+ and the talk of further reforms 

to US financial markets. 
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Rod thinks that on the investment clock we are between 7 and 8 O’Clock 

 
When looking long-term at the market – Rod believes that the Ask may be a year or two 

away from 6,800 and then may zoom to 10,000 – so with prudent investment there is a 

30 % gain to be had in the next few years.
